RULES OF TUTORIALS:
1. Clinical tutorials begin on the date announced before the commencement of the semester. The information is posted on the bulletin board.

2. Students are obliged to:

a. Keeping the rules of professional ethic and keeping confidentiality and personal data protection.
b. Actively participate in the tutorials and passing timely the assignments 
c. Punctuality – during the semester, students are allowed to be late three times with a total of late time not exceeding 45 minutes.  After exceeding the above time limit, the late arrivals are treated as the absence requiring making up a class.

d. Wearing required clothing (clean medical uniform, gloves, and the face masks)

e. Systematical preparation for the tutorials.
f. Respecting and taking a proper care of the entrusted equipment  

g. Economical use of dental materials.
h. Maintaining cleanliness and silence in the dental surgery.
3. Students are not tot allowed to arbitrarily be leaving dental surgery without Assistant’s permission. 
4. The instruments and equipment should be collected according to the rules settled in each dental surgery.

5. Student is financially responsible for entrusted equipment such as: dental units, instruments, and devices.
6. The treatment of patients proceeds strictly according to Assistant recommendations.

7. Student is obliged to keep up to date documentation of every treatment performed by taking notes in personal notebook.
8. In case of the unexpected accident or emergency (loss of consciousness, burn, spilling the medicine, damage of machine engine or the unit), student is obliged to immediately report such situation to the Assistant.    

9. Terms and conditions of tutorials crediting are publicized before the semester beginning.
10. In order to carry out clinical tutorials it is necessary for each student to have:
· textbook, 
· phantom model used during the second year,
· endodontic block with four-root canals (manufacturer VDW, catalog number: V040246000500)

Option  A - credit based on clinical procedures performed in patients 

· Students perform preventive and therapeutic procedures on adult patients in blocks
            of stationary classes  according to the schedule,

· students work in pairs (operator/assistant), two patients per pair per clinal tutorial.
     Option B – without the patient
· Student who is absent from the clinical tutorial, is not on duty or is not actively assisting, is required to prepare a written and/or practical case assigned by the assistant (based the textbook or/and using the 2nd year phantom model and/or endodontic block)
· Option B is an alternative if it is not possible to perform the clinical procedures on a patient and this may only be used as a supplement to option A. This does not solely constitute the basis for obtaining the credit for the clinical tutorial (excluding the classes provided on-line).  
11. The presence at all clinical tutorials, seminars and lectures is mandatory and is monitored. (pursuant to Student’s Regulatory Framework which is informed since 2019/20, appendix to the resolution of no 2017, the Senate of Medical University in Wroclaw dated 24.04.2019.
If the student is absent or unprepared, the Student would have to take the academic assignment arranged by Instructor who leads the Seminar.     
12. In the event that due to the important circumstances the scheduled session did not take place (the Rector’s days or Deans days), the coursework shall be delivered at the different scheduled time. 
13.  It is permitted to „make up” only one clinical class within all scheduled assignments in the semester with another group after receiving written permission of his/her Assistant. 

14. Beyond of the official clinical tutorial’s sessions, student is not permitted to provide independent treatment of the patients without permission of the Assistant in charge, who supervises performed treatment at the clinic.   

15. Crediting of the practical tutorials takes place after all scheduled practical treatments assigned in the schedule and passing the theoretical material.  
16. The student’s opinion regarding the progress of performed treatments is updated regularly in the Student’s card and can be access online. 
17. The use of the personal mobile phone during the lectures/courses/practical tutorial is strictly prohibited and can be only permitted by Assistant.
